Dear Friends,  
 As I write this report, we are in the throes of preparing for 
the Biennial Iowa ServeHAITI Fundraiser ñ Shine a Lightò to be 
held at the River Music Experience in downtown Davenport on 
Sept 9 from 6-11 pm.  Itôs hard to believe itôs been two years since 
we were together (virtually), and itôs exciting to think we will be 
able to celebrate together in person this year.  
 Our fundraiser theme, ñShine a Lightò was chosen for a 
couple of reasons. We all know itôs been an especially rough few 
years for Haiti, between civil unrest and sky rocketing diesel    
prices, Covid and then the Presidentôs assassination which led into 
the current gang violence crisis.  Despite all of the chaos and even 
though weôve been unable to send volunteer delegations since 
2019, the clinic staff and Community Health Workers have risen 
to the challenge and have continued to provide quality healthcare 
to the region, sometimes at the risk of their own lives. 
 We felt it was important to ñShine a Lightò on all of their 
efforts and how it has impacted the community at a time when life 
is even more difficult than usual.  
 The second focus for ñShine a Lightò was  our desperate 
need to upgrade our electrical system at the clinic.  We had      
purchased a piece of property adjacent to the clinic many years 
ago with the plan to upgrade the building on the land and enlarge 
our capacity to provide care. Our old solar inverter system has  
valiantly given itôs all, and the only way weôve been able to      
provide power is through a diesel generator. That cost has become 
prohibitive and impossible to depend on as diesel is mostly      
available through the black market these days at extortion prices 
(if available at all).  It was reported that we actually lost an infant 
a month agoða newborn who needed oxygen. The diesel         
generator was down so they couldnôt run the oxygen concentrator.  
To me this says everything I need to know about the importance 
of ñShine a Lightò. Itôs become crucial to become independent of 
the need for diesel. The new solar system will be large enough to 
power both medical buildings as well as the outside kitchen and 
the vital water well pumps. The estimated cost for this system is 
$278,000 which includes a re-enforced roof to hold the larger   
solar panels. Thatôs why weôve set a lofty goal of $300,000 for 
this yearsô fundraiser!  I have to say I have a full heart from the  
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Calling all ñKnittersò 
 
Thereôs a new project for OLOR ñknittersò ï baby 
washcloths for our friends in Haiti.  Although the 
trips to Haiti have been temporarily suspended, 
donations are still being accepted by Pam Hughes 
for ñHaiti Layetteò.  Pam is also considering      
adding a local organization who has use for these items. If you would 
like a copy of the baby washcloth pattern, contact Nancy Murray 
(563-289-3131) or e-mail to nancyjim1@live.com.
